We keep today the feast of a number of the followers of Christ of whom we think 
seldom, because they are mentioned very little in the Scriptures. And each of them 
could be a lesson for us.

St. Joseph of Arimathea was a rich man who listened to Christ with an open mind 
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and did not commit himself. Neither did Nicodemus, but Nicodemus was a learned 
man, part of the Sanhedrin. He had been listening to Christ, he had been asking 
questions from Him, he wanted to understand, he wanted to be sure. But neither of 
them had committed themselves to follow Christ, to declare themselves as His
