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One type of spiritual pride that grows like tares among wheat and which Satan uses 
to assault the Christian, is pride of grace. Gifts equip us to do; grace equips us to 
be. We are talking here about the measure of grace or godly attributes which God 
gives a person. We know everything we possess in this life is subject to decay – 
nothing the Christian has or does, but this worm of pride will breed in it. Pride is 
most often responsible for the soft spots in our graces, which are highly perishable. 
It is not the nature of our grace, but the salt of God’s covenant that preserves the 
purity of it.

In what ways, then, can a saint become proud of his grace?
